Little Footprint Farm is an enchanting farm on Little Horseshoe Lake 
near Turtle Lake, Wisconsin.  Michael Brenna has been farming for 35+ 
years and gardening all of his life.  This lovely 50+ acre farmland 
consists of restored prairies and wetlands where Scottish Highland 
Cattle are rotationally grazed on a mixture of clover, grasses, and 
alfalfa.  Sustainability and energy efficiency is a high priority on this 
farm—a windmill pumps the animal’s and households’ fresh water; a 
solar system keeps it from freezing in the winter. 
 

Currently 3 acres are set aside for produce (sustainably and naturally 
grown without pesticides or herbicides).  A wide variety of seasonal 
vegetables are harvested and obtainable for our CSA members and 
Farmers Markets.  Due to an increase in members, we are combining 
our growing efforts with our long time Amish friend who uses our same 
growing methods. 
 

This 2010 season Little Footprint Farm is offering CSA Farm Shares 
for Summer/Fall.  CSA operations provide more than food; they offer 
unique ways for eaters to become involved in the ecological and human 
community that supports the farm.  Being involved with a CSA is 
sharing in the rewards of farming; knowing where, how, and by whom 
your food is being produced; having a direct connection with the people 
who produce your food; and supporting the kind of stewardship that is 
good for the land as well as its people.

           What is a  CSA    
 

"COMMUNITY -SUPPORTED-AGRICULTURE" is a unique model 
of agriculture where people become members of a specific farm by 
paying a yearly fee.  In return they receive a wide variety of local in-
season foods harvested at their peak of ripeness, flavor, vitamin and 
mineral content and given to you in a weekly/bi-weekly CSA farm 
share box. Community Supported Agriculture is about FRESH, 
natural/chemical free, locally grown, quality produce direct from the 
farm; from YOUR farm!  We provide our members with farm products 
picked, washed, and delivered fresh to your pick-up location. 
 

In addition, you can call ahead and place an order for farm fresh meat, 
pastured poultry and farm fresh brown eggs to be included in your 
weekly/bi-weekly CSA farm share box.  Beef/Poultry products are 
available all year long. 
 

As a member of Little Footprint Farms’ CSA, you are encouraged to 
call and schedule a visit to the farm and take part in planting, mulching, 
weeding, harvesting, and enjoy other fun activities on the farm, i.e. 
visiting the animals, swimming, camping, fishing, canoeing, and hiking.  
You will be notified of potlucks and musical events via our newsletter. 
 

Little Footprint Farm LLC   2010  Farm Shares  
Choose the Farm Share that works best for you on the back of this 
brochure.  For our variety of seasonal vegetables, we offer 18 Full  Share 
boxes and 9 Half Share boxes every other week (bi-weekly) starting June 
through October.  The weather determines the exact start date.  You will 
receive your total number of boxes from the start date.  
 

Farm Shares (amount of produce you will receive and how often): 
• Full share (weekly) = enough produce for a family of 3/4 adults + children 

(approximately ! of a bushel of produce in 5/9 bushel box)            
• Half share (bi-weekly) = produce for 2/3 adults 5/9 bushel box) 
• Consider splitting a farm share with a friend or contributing to a share for a
